How Fake Currency affect Economy? 

What is Counterfeit Money or Fake 
currency?
Counterfeiting, manufacture of false 
money for gain, a kind of forgery in that 
something is copied so as to defraud by 
passing it for the original or genuine 
article.
Because of the value conferred on money and the 
high level of technical skill required to imitate it, 
counterfeiting is singled out from other acts of 
forgery and is treated as a separate crime under 
section 489A of the Indian Penal Code.
What are the Threats of Counterfeiting?
FICN (Fake Indian Currency Notes) can be seen as a 
form of "economic terrorism" practiced by external 
sources to damage India's economy. The circulation 
of a large amount of fake currency increases the 
amount of money in circulation, which may lead to 
high demand for goods and commodities. The rise in 
demand in turn creates a scarcity of goods, leading to 
a rise in the price of the goods.  This leads to currency 
devaluation.
Non-Reimbursement of Loses:
The non-reimbursement policy of banks is another 
issue that occurs when banks reject the fake notes 
and do not reimburse the losses.
Firms which are involved in daily cash transactions 
face heavy losses in the long run thanks to the 
infiltration of FICN into the economy.
Loss of Public Confidence:
Other effects of counterfeit currency include the loss 
of public confidence, black marketing of products, 
illegal stocking of products, etc.

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Story of Onam

Onam is a traditional harvest festival in Kerala that 
holds great cultural significance. It is celebrated with 
enthusiasm, bringing together people from all 
communities to showcase the diversity and unity of 
the state.
According to Hindu mythology, Mahabali was the 
great-great-grandson of  demonic dictator, 
Hiranyakashipu, and the grandson of Vishnu devotee 
Prahlada. Mahabali, came to power by defeating the 
gods (Devas) and taking over the three worlds. 
According to Vaishnavism, the defeated Devas 
approached Vishnu for help in their battle with 
Mahabali. Vishnu refused to join the gods in violence 
against Mahabali because Mahabali was a good ruler 
and his own devotee. Mahabali, after his victory over 
the gods, declared that he would perform a Yajna 
(homa sacrifices/rituals) and grant anyone any 
request during the Yajna. Vishnu took the avatar - his 
fifth- of a dwarf monk called Vamana and 
approached Mahabali. The king offered anything to 
the boy - gold, cows, elephants, villages, food, 
whatever he wished. The boy said that one must not 
seek more than one needs, and all he needed was 
"three paces of land." Mahabali agreed.Vamana grew 
to an enormous size and covered everything 
Mahabali ruled over in just two paces. For the third 
pace, Mahabali offered his head for Vishnu to step on, 
an act that Vishnu accepted as evidence of 
Mahabali's devotion. Vishnu granted him a boon, by 
which Mahabali could visit again, once every year, the 
lands and people he previously ruled. This revisit 
marks the festival of Onam, as a reminder of the 

virtuous rule and his humility in keeping 
his promise before Vishnu. 
Onam falls in the month of Chingam, 
which is the first month according to the 
Malayalam Calendar. The celebrations 
mark the Malayalam New Year, are 
spread over ten days, and conclude with Thiruvonam. 
Preparations for Onam include cleaning homes, 
decorating with flower carpets, and wearing 
traditional attire. The grand feast, Onasadya, consists 
of various vegetarian dishes served on a banana leaf. 
Vallamkali or Snake Boat Race is another important 
aspect of the celebrations. Cultural performances like 
Kathakali dance and Pulikali tiger dance add vibrancy 
while showcasing Kerala's artistic traditions. Overall, 
Onam promotes harmony, unity, and happiness 
among participants in this grand festival.
Normally, the largest chunk of Onam celebrations 
ends by Thiruvonam. However, the two days following 
Thiruvonam are also celebrated as Third and Fourth 
Onam. The third Onam, called Avvittom marks the 
preparations for King Mahabali's return ascension to 
heavens. 
Overall, Onam brings people together regardless of 
t h e i r  b a c kg ro u n d s  a n d  fo s te r s  u n i t y  a n d 
understanding through vibrant celebrations that 
strengthen social bonds and promote harmony in 
Kerala.
